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St. Martin de Porres; Patron of the Southern Dominican Province 
 

St. Martin was born in Lima, Peru, in 1579. As a mulatto, he was at the bottom of the 

social ladder, and he joined the Dominica order as a lay 

servant. Within a few years, the prior bent the rules for ad-

mission to permit Martin to take vows as a brother. Martin 

fed around 160 people each day with the alms he collected. 

He fasted and prayed with abandon. When the convent 

needed to pay a debt, martin humbly offered himself: òIõm 

only a poor mulattoé Sell me.ó Upon his death in 1639, 

the great personages of Lima came to pay their respects. 

Saint Martin de Porres was canonized in 1962 by Pope John 

XXIII.

St. Martin de Porres was born in Lima, 
Peru on December 9, 1579. He was the 
illegitimate son to a Spanish gentlemen 
and a freed slave from Panama, of African 
or possibly Native American descent. At a 
young age, Martin's father abandoned him 
and his family leaving Martin to grow up 
in deep poverty. He experienced a great 
deal of ridicule for being of mixed-race. 
In Peru, by law, all descendants of African 
or Indians were not allowed to become 
full members of religious orders. Martin, 
who spent long hours in prayer, found his 
only way into the community he longed 
for was to ask the Dominicans of Holy 
Rosary Priory in Lima to accept him as a 
volunteer who performed the most meni-
al tasks in the monastery. By 1603, he 
became a Dominican lay brother. Ten 
years later he was assigned to the infirma-

ry where he would remain in charge until 
his death. He became known for encom-
passing the virtues need to carefully and 
patiently care for the sick, even in the 
most difficult situations. Martin was 
praised for his unconditional care of all 
people, regardless of race or wealth. He 
took care of everyone from the Spanish 
nobles to the African slaves. Martin didn't 
care if the person was diseased or dirty, 
he would welcome them into his own 
bed. Martin's life reflected his great love 
for God and all of God's gifts. It is said he 
had many extraordinary abilities, includ-
ing aerial flights, bilocation, instant cures, 
miraculous knowledge, spiritual 
knowledge and an excellent relationship 
with animals. Martin also founded an or-
phanage for abandoned children and slaves 

and is known for raising dowry for young 
girls in short amounts of time. In January 
of 1639, when Martin was 60-years-old, 
he became very ill with chills, fevers and 
tremors causing him agonizing pain which 
he experienced until his death on Novem-
ber 3, 1639.

En pocos años, el prior desvio las 
normas de admisión para permitir que Martín tomara los votos 
como hermano. Martin alimenta alrededor de 160 personas cada 
día con las limosnas que recaudaba. Ayunó y oró con abandono. 
Cuando el convento necesitaba para pagar una deuda, Martin 
ofreció humildemente: "Sólo soy un pobre mulato ... Véndame." A 
su muerte en 1639, los grandes personajes de Lima llegó a 
presentar sus respetos. San Martín de Porres fue canonizado en

San Martín de Porres nació en Lima, 
Perú, el 9 de diciembre de 1579. Era hijo 
ilegítimo de un caballero español y un 
esclavo liberado de Panamá, de 
ascendencia africana o posiblemente 
nativo americano. En una edad joven, el 
padre de Martin él y su familia abandonó 
dejando Martin a crecer en la pobreza 
profunda. Él experimentó una gran 
cantidad de burlas por ser de raza mixta. 
En Perú, por ley, todos los descendientes 
de africanos o indios no se les permitió 
convertirse en miembros de pleno 
derecho de las órdenes religiosas. Martin, 
que pasaba largas horas en oración, 
encontró su única manera en la 
comunidad que anhelaba era preguntar a 

los dominicanos de Santo Rosario Priorato 
en Lima a aceptarlo como un voluntario 
que realiza las tareas más baja categoría en 
el monasterio. Por 1603, se convirtió en 
un hermano lego Dominicana. Diez años 
más tarde se le asignó a la enfermería 
donde permanecería en el cargo hasta su 
muerte. Se hizo conocido por las virtudes 
que abarca necesidad de cuidar con 
atención y paciencia por los enfermos, 
incluso en las situaciones más difíciles. 
Martin fue elogiado por su atención 
incondicional de todas las personas, 
independientemente de la raza o la 
riqueza. Él se encargó de todos, desde los 
nobles españoles a los esclavos africanos. 
Martin no le importaba si era la persona 
enferma o sucia, les daría la bienvenida en 
su propia cama. la vida de Martín refleja 
su gran amor por Dios y todos los dones 
de Dios. Se dijo que tenía muchas 
habilidades extraordinarias, incluidas las 
líneas aéreas, bilocación, curas 
instantáneas, conocimientos milagrosa, el 
conocimiento espiritual y una excelente 
relación con los animales. Martin también 
fundó un orfanato para niños abandonados 
y esclavos y es conocido por aumentar la 
dote para las chicas jóvenes en cortos 
períodos de tiempo. En enero de 1639, 
cuando Martin tenía 60 años de edad, se 
puso muy enfermo con escalofríos, fiebre 
y temblores le causan dolor agonizante 
que había experimentado hasta su muerte 
el 3 de noviembre, 1639.
