Our hope is in the Lord, who made heaven and earth, and who remains faithful 

to those who believe. For those who believe in Jesus and persevere in faith 

with the help of Godôs grace, the trials of this world will ultimately pass away. 

As Jesusô disciples, we will one day come to share eternal life in heaven.    

The first reading tells of seven brothers who, because of their great love for 

God and the hope of eternal life, are able to face martyr-

dom with courage. The second reading reminds us that 

God is with us always to watch over and protect us. In 

the Gospel, Jesus refutes the Sadducees in their denial 

of the resurrection.

St. Leo the Great was born in Tuscany. 
As deacon, he was dispatched to Gaul as a 
mediator by Emperor Valentinian III. He 
reigned as Pope between 440 and 461. 
He persuaded Emperor Valentinian to 

recognize the primacy of the Bishop 
of Rome in an edict in 445. The doctrine 
of the Incarnation was formed by him in a 
letter to the Patriarch of Constantinople, 
who had already condemned Eutyches. 
At the Council of Chalcedon this same 
letter was confirmed as the expression 
of Catholic Faith concerning the Per-
son of Christ. All secular historical trea-
tises eulogize his efforts during the up-
heaval of the fifth century barbarian inva-
sion. His encounter with Attila the Hun, 
at the very gates of Rome persuading him 
to turn back, remains a historical memo-
rial to his great eloquence. When 
the Vandals under Genseric occupied the 
city of Rome, he persuaded the invaders 
to desist from pillaging the city and harm-
ing its inhabitants. He died in 461, leaving 
many letters and writings of great histori-
cal value. His feast day is November 10th.

440 y 461. Convenció al emperador 

Valentiniano reconocer la primacía del 

Obispo de Roma en un edicto en 445. 

La doctrina de la Encarnación se formó 

por él en una carta al Patriarca de 

Constantinopla, que ya había condenado 

Eutiques. En el Concilio de Calcedonia 

esta misma carta fue confirmada como la 

expresión de la fe católica sobre la 

persona de Cristo. Todos los tratados 

históricos seculares elogian sus esfuerzos 

durante el levantamiento de la invasión 

de los bárbaros del siglo quinto. Su 

encuentro con Atila, a las puertas de 

Roma le persuadir a dar marcha atrás, 

sigue siendo un monumento histórico a 

su gran elocuencia.
