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This Sunday we celebrate the Feast of the Epiphany of the Lord. Epiphany comes from the Greek 

word ñepiphaneiaò meaning manifestation.   In the Western Rite Catholic Churches this Feast is celebrated as the mani-

festation of Christ to the Gentiles, represented by the Magi from the East.  On this feast we always read the Gospel story 

of the visit to the new born Christ child by astrologers or magi from the East.  If you read the Gospel text carefully, how-

ever, you will notice that the magi are never identified as “kings” and their number is never specified.   The three “kings” 

we sing of comes to us from our verbal tradition and not from the scriptures. The message of this feast is important and it 

is stated well by St. Paul in our second reading today.  ñ... the 

Gentiles are co-heirs, members of the same body, and copart-

ners in the promise of Jesus Christ through the Gospel.ò  In 

essence Paul is saying that Jesus came to save all people for all 

time.  His manifestation to the magi (being Gentiles, not Jews) 

reminds us of this most basic fact. Our first reading this Sunday 

is taken from the book of the prophet Isaiah.  It speaks of the 

restoration of Jerusalem, when the Israelites will return from 

their exile.   The new Jerusalem will be a light to the nations 

for the Lord will shine upon it.

Angela has the double distinction of 

founding the first teaching congrega-

tion of women in the Church and what 

is now called a “secular institute” of 

religious women. As a young woman, 

she became a member of the Third Or-

der of Saint Francis, and lived a life of 

great austerity, wishing, like 

Saint Francis, to own nothing, not even 

a bed. Early in life she was appalled at 

the ignorance among poorer children, 

whose parents could not or would not 

teach them the elements of religion. 

Angela’s charming manner and good 

looks complemented her natural quali-

ties of leadership. Others joined her in 

giving regular instruction to the little 

girls of their neighborhood. She was 

invited to live with a family in Brescia 

(where, she had been told in a vision, 

she would one day found a religious 

community). Her work continued and 

became well known. She became the 

center of a group of people with similar 

ideals. She eagerly took the opportunity 

for a trip to the Holy Land. When they 

had gotten as far as Crete, she was 

struck with blindness. Her friends 

wanted to return home, but she insisted 

on going through with the pilgrimage, 

and visited the sacred shrines with as 

much devotion and enthusiasm as if she 

had her sight. On the way back, while 

praying before a crucifix, her sight was 

restored at the same place where it had 

been lost. At 57, she organized a group 

of 12 girls to help her in catechetical 

work. Four years later the group had 

increased to 28. She formed them into 

the Company of Saint Ursula 

(patroness of medieval universities and 

venerated as a leader of women) for the 

purpose of re-Christianizing family life 

through solid Christian education of 

future wives and mothers. The mem-

bers continued to live at home, had no 

special habit and took no formal vows, 

though the early Rule prescribed the 

practice of virginity, poverty, and obe-

dience. The idea of a teaching congre-

gation of women was new and took 

time to 

develop.

La Epifana del Señor ~ 8 de Enero de 2017 ~ The Epiphany of the Lord  

 

Este domingo celebramos la Fiesta de la Epifanía del Señor. La Epifanía proviene de la palabra griega "epifanía" que 

significa manifestación. En las Iglesias Católicas del Rito Occidental esta Fiesta se celebra 

como la manifestación de Cristo a los Gentiles, representados por los Reyes Magos de 

Oriente. En esta fiesta siempre leemos la historia del Evangelio de la visita al niño recién 

nacido de Cristo por astrólogos o magos del Oriente. Sin embargo, si usted lee el texto del 

Evangelio cuidadosamente, notará que los magos nunca son identificados como "reyes" y 

su número nunca se especifica. Los tres "reyes" de los que cantamos nos llegan de nuestra 

tradición verbal y no de las escrituras. El mensaje de esta fiesta es importante y San Pablo 

lo dice bien en nuestra segunda lectura de hoy. "... los gentiles son co-herederos, miembros 

del mismo cuerpo, y copartners en la promesa de Jesucristo a través del Evangelio". En 

esencia, Pablo está diciendo que Jesús vino a salvar a toda la gente para siempre. Su 

manifestación a los magos (ser gentiles, no judíos) nos recuerda este hecho básico. Nuestra 

primera lectura este domingo es tomada del libro del profeta Isaías. Habla de la 

restauración de Jerusalén, cuando los israelitas regresarán de su exilio. La nueva Jerusalén 

será una luz para las naciones, porque el Señor brillará sobre ella.

Ángela de Mérici nació en un pequeño 

pueblo en la República de Venecia, en 

el año de 1470. A la edad de 10 años 

ella quedó huérfana, por lo que fue a 

vivir con sus familiares en la ciudad de 

Brescia, en el norte de Italia. Cuando 

Ángela de Mérici regresó a su ciudad 

natal, dedicó su vida a la educación de 

niñas y jóvenes mujeres pobres. En los 

siglos XV y XVI la educación de la 

mujer estaba reservada sólo para las 

jóvenes ricas y las monjas, a quienes se 

dedicaba una esmerada educación. 

Ángela amaba trabajar con los niños, y 

creía firmemente que la educación y la 

formación cristiana eran necesarias, 

especialmente para las niñas. Ella 

dedicó su tiempo a enseñar niñas en su 

casa, la cual convirtió en escuela. 

Ángela reunió un grupo de mujeres 

solteras que salieron a las calles a re-

unir a las niñas que encontraban en su 

camino, para enseñarles y ofrecerles 

instrucción religiosa en sus hogares. 

Estas mujeres no tenían mucho dine-

ro, pero las unía su dedicación a la 

educación y su compromiso de server a 

Jesucristo. Ángela repetía a su grupo 

que la necesidad que tenía de servir al 

pobre era mayor que la necesidad que 

el pobre tenía de su servicio. Ella 

abrazó un estilo de vida piadoso y sen-

cillo. El grupo de Ángela fue tan exito-

so que se le pidió llevar su innovador 

avance en la educación de las jóvenes a 

otras ciudades. Su ministerio impre-

sionó a muchos, y atrajo la atención del 

Papa Clemente VII. En el año de 1535, 

Ángela de Mérici eligió 12 jóvenes mu-

jeres e inició formalmente la Compañía 

de Santa Úrsula en una pequeña casa en 

Brescia. Aunque nunca fue reconocida 

como orden religiosa durante su vida, 

la Compañía de Santa Úrsula, estable-

cida por Ángela, o de las monjas Ur-

sulinas, fue el primer grupo de religios-

as que trabajaron fuera del convento y 

la primera orden de mujeres dedicadas 

a la enseñanza. Entre los últimos con-

sejos que dejó a sus hermanas religios-

as hay un mensaje de corresponsabi-

lidad: “Que ellas deberán hacer en vida 

lo que hubieran querido hacer al mo-

rir.” Ángela murió el 27 de enero de 

1540 a la edad de 70 años. Su fiesta se 

cele-

bra el
