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In his bull of indiction announcing the Jubilee Year of Mercy, Pope Francis reminds 

us that, ñMercy is the very foundation of the Churchôs life. All of her pastoral activity 

should be caught up in the tenderness she makes present to believers; nothing in her 

preaching and in her witness to the world can be lacking in mercy. The Churchôs 

very credibility is seen in how she shows merciful and compassionate love. The 

Church óhas an endless desire to show mercy.ôé Mercy is the force that reawakens 

us to new life and instills in us the courage to look to the future with 

hope.ò (Misericordiae Vultus, 10) Godôs mercy is a gift like no other. We do not earn 

Godôs mercy; it is always present, waiting for our reception. As with all our many 

blessings, receiving Godôs tremendous gift of mercy calls for a response. We must 

grow in an ñendless desire to show mercy, the fruit of [our] own experience of the 

power of the Fatherôs infinite mercy.ò (EG, 24) As we open the Jubilee Year of Mer-

cy this month, we find ourselves in a particularly graced moment in which to grow as 

good stewards, and to lead others to receiving and giving Godôs gift of mercy.

Fra Ang®lico es un reconocido pintor italiano de 

principios del Renacimiento, quien combin· su 

vida como devoto fraile dominico y talentoso 

pintor. Su nombre original fue Guido di Pietro, 

naci· en Vicchio di Mugello, en la Toscana, en 

1935. Descubri· sus dones otorgados por Dios 

desde ni¶o, y al inicio de su adolescencia ya era 

buscado como artista. Ang®lico fue un joven 

devoto que entr· al monasterio Dominico en 

Fiesole en 1418. Hizo sus votos religiosos, y cerca 

de 1425 se convirti· en fraile usando el nombre de 

Giovanni da Fiesole. Fue llamado ñHermano 

Ćngelò por sus compa¶eros, y fue alabado por su 

bondad hacia otros y por las horas que dedicaba a la 

oraci·n. £l pas· la mayor²a de sus primeros a¶os en 

Florencia decorando el monasterio Dominico de 

San Marcos. En 1445, fue llamado a Roma. Pero 

antes de salir, ®l complet· una de sus m§s hermosas 

obras, en una indescriptible celda en el piso 

superior, que debe haber sido su propia habitaci·n 

en el monasterio. La Anunciaci·n est§ pintada en lo 

alto de la pared contra el techo abovedado. El §ngel 

Gabriel est§ situado cerca del centro de la 

composici·n arqueada, anunciando a Mar²a el 

favor de Dios. Hacia la izquierda, Santo Domingo 

de pie. El efecto es el de una visi·n dentro de una 

visi·n como si en sus oraciones Santo Domingo 

evocara la visi·n del §ngel y Mar²a, mientras toda la 

escena pintada es la de la visi·n percibida por el 

ocupante de la celda. Al igual que el hombre que la 

pint·, la escena puede ser descrita como ñsantaò por 

su belleza sencilla. Al momento que Fra Ang®lico 

fue llamado a Roma, el Papa Eugenio IV estaba en 

busca de un nuevo arzobispo para Florencia. 

Eventualmente, ®l eligi· al obispo de San Marcos, 

Antonio Pierozzi. Doscientos a¶os m§s tarde, 

cuando Pierozzi fue propuesto para la santificaci·n, 

fue revelado que la primera elecci·n del Papa para 

arzobispo de Florencia fue Fra Ang®lico, pero que 

la humildad del pintor fue la causa de su negativa y 

sugiri· en su lugar a Pierozzi para ser arzobispo. 

Ang®lico hizo durante su vida lo que se considera 

una profunda declaraci·n de corresponsabilidad: 

ñAquel que hace el trabajo de Cristo, debe estar 

siempre con Cristo.ò Posteriormente fue conocido 

como Fra Ang®lico por los historiadores del arte, ®l 

muri· en 1445. El Papa Juan Pablo II beatific· a 

Fra Ang®lico en 1982 y lo declar· patr·n de los 

artistas Cat·licos. Nuestro pont²fice anterior sugiri· 

que ®l deb²a ser declarado ñBeato Ang®lico,ò 

debido aparentemente, a la integridad perfecta de su 

vida y a la casi divina belleza de las im§genes que ®l 

pint·, especialmente aquellas de la Sant²sima 

Virgen Mar²a. La fiesta de Fra Ang®lico es el d²a 18 

de febrero.
