Good stew-

ards acknowledge that the money and possessions entrusted to 

them are to be used to further the mission of Jesus Christ. This 

week let us reflect on our own daily consumption habits. Do we 

spend money on articles that make us better ambassadors of 

Christ? Does our personal lifestyle bring “good news to the 

poor” (Luke 4:18)?
