About 1600, two native Indians, Rodri-
go and Juan de Hoyos, along with a ten
-year-old slave boy, Juan Moreno, 
were looking for salt to preserve the 
meat of the Barajagua slaughter house, 
which supplied the workers and inhabit-
ants of "Santiago del Prado," now 
known as "El Cobre." That day they had 
approached Cayo Francés, halfway 
across the Bay of Nipe, where they 
stopped to escape a tremendous storm 
which threatened their frail canoe. At 
daybreak the weather was again calm, 
and they set off upon the sea.  At a 
distance, they saw a white object, which 
appeared to be a bird floating on the 
waves and coming towards them slow-
ly.  As it drew closer, it seemed to be a 
girl until they realized it was a statue of 
the Virgin Mary holding the child on her 
right arm and with a gold cross in her 
left hand. The statue was fastened to a 

board with the inscription, "I am the Vir-
gin of Charity." According to the sworn 
testimony of witnesses, despite the re-
cent storm and the motion of the waves, 
neither the figure of the Virgin, nor her 
clothing, was wet.   The image's original 
clothing was white, but the faithful have 
given her gold and silver colored robes. 
Because Our Lady of Charity is a sym-
bol of Cuban nationality, popular stat-
ues give her a white robe, a blue cloak 
and have the Child dressed in red: the 
colors of the Cuban flag. At present the 
Virgin's dress, a copy of a very early 
one, is of heavy lamé with gold threads, 
and has the national Cuban shield em-
broidered on the skirt.  The pious faith-
ful   are devoted to the image of their 
"Cachita" with the small boat at her 
feet and in it the "Three Juans" who 
found her floating on the water. This 
detail is omitted in the oldest reproduc-
tions which copied the original statue.  
At the request of the veterans of the 
War of Independence, Our Lady of 
Charity was declared the patroness of 
Cuba by Benedict XV in 1916 and sol-
emnly crowned 
in the Eucharistic 
Congress held 
in Santiago de 
Cuba in 1936. 
Pope Paul VI 
raised her sanc-
tuary to the 
category of 
Bas i l i ca  in

Alrededor de 1600, dos indios nativos, 

Rodrigo y Juan de Hoyos, junto con un joven 

esclavo de diez años de edad, Juan Moreno, 

buscaban sal para conservar la carne de la 

casa Barajagua, que suministraba los 

trabajadores y los habitantes de "Santiago del 

Prado, ahora se conoce como " El Cobre ". Ese 

día se había acercado a Cayo Francés, a 

medio camino a través de la bahía de Nipe, 

donde se detuvieron para escapar de una 

tremenda tormenta que amenazaba su frágil 

canoa. Al amanecer, el clima era más 

tranquilo, y se pusieron en marcha en el mar. A 

una distancia, vieron un objeto blanco, que 

parecía ser un pájaro flotando sobre las olas y 

que viene hacia ellos lentamente. A medida 

que se acercaba, parecía ser una chica hasta 

que se dieron cuenta de que era una estatua 

de la Virgen María con el niño en su brazo 

derecho y con una cruz de oro en su mano 

izquierda. La estatua fue fijado a una placa 

con la inscripción: "Yo soy la Virgen de la 

Caridad". De acuerdo con el testimonio jurado 

de testigos, a pesar de la reciente tormenta y 

el movimiento de las olas, ni la figura de la 

Virgen, ni su ropa, estaba mojado. ropa 

original de la imagen era blanco, pero los 

fieles han dado su oro y ropas de color plata. 

Debido a la Virgen de la Caridad es un 

símbolo de la nacionalidad cubana, estatuas 

populares darle una túnica blanca, un manto 

azul y haga que el niño vestido de rojo: los 

colores de la bandera cubana. En la 

actualidad, el vestido de la Virgen, una copia 

de una muy temprana, es de pesada lamé con 

hilos de oro, y tiene el escudo nacional cubano 

bordado en la falda. Los fieles piadosos se 

dedican a la imagen de su "Cachita" con el 

pequeño bote a sus pies y en ella los "Tres 

Juanes" que la encontraron flotando en el 

agua. Este detalle se omite en las 

reproducciones antiguas que reproducían la 

estatua original. A petición de los veteranos de 

la Guerra de la Independencia, la Virgen de 

la Caridad fue declarada patrona de Cuba 

por Benedicto XV en 1916 y solemnemente 

coronado en el 

C o n g r e s o 

Euca r í s t i co 

celebrado en 

Santiago de 

Cuba en 1936.
